Society. Jay was an instructor at the Salt Lake Institute for Genealogy from 2013 to 2015 and has 
published more than sixty research and teaching articles in the Minnesota Genealogist, The 
Septs, Family Chronicle, NGS Magazine and the National Genealogical Society Quarterly.
